The case reported by Sati and Ali
(1962) is straightforward in the fact
that it is a tertiary manifestation, but is
of interest, in its tumour-like presentation
and being the first case from the Sudan.

It is interesting to note that all these
lesions affect the squamous epithelium
whether the skin, larynx or mouth is
involved. In this respect the laryngeal
affection is allied histologically to that of
the skin, as both are of the same type of
epithelium.

No great help so far could be derived
from the study of these lesions in animals.
There is great variation in the different
species and among individuals in the same
species. In this respect Stauber, (1958)
states :  ‘“ A whole range of resistance
to L. donovani has been found within the
series of species studied. It extends
from the complete susceptibility of the
hamster, which eventually succumbs to
the intracardiac introduction of a single
parasite, to the innately resistant rat
and rabbit which soon dispose of even
as many as seven million parasites.”

He found that the cotton rat is also
susceptible to infection but can survive
a heavy burden of parasites, showing no
apparent ill effects.

In conclusion, there is no doubt of the
importance of the skin in general and
nucous membranes of the nose and
nouth in the evolution and spread of
eishmania. The skin constitutes a dan-
erous medium of dissemination of the
isease, before and after treatment. This
onfirms the seriousness of humans as
:servoirs of infection, capable of dissemi-
iting it to healthy persons, with or with-
ut the agency of insect vectors.
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Further work on the ways and means
of finding effective drugs for the elimina-
tion of the parasites from the skin infection
are urgently required. This step is con-
sidered pressing and of great value as a
public heaith measure in combating kala-
azar.
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
